A meeting of the Rappahannock County Electoral Board was called to order on May 13, 2019 at 11:05 a.m. In attendance were Denise Chandler, Chairperson, Kathryn Goldfarb, Vice Chairperson, Hurley Smith, Secretary and Kimberly McKiernan, Director of Elections (Registrar).

The Secretary presented to the meeting minutes of meetings of the Board held on April 17, 2019 and April 22, 2019, which were duly approved.

Upon motion made by member Hurley Smith, seconded by member Kathryn Goldfarb and unanimously adopted, the Board commenced a closed session pursuant to Section 2.2-3711(A)(7) of the Virginia code to discuss a matter pertaining to personnel as defined in that section.

Upon completion of the discussion in the closed session the Chairperson reconvened the open session meeting.

Upon motion duly made by member Hurley Smith, seconded by member Kathryn Goldfarb and passed upon an affirmative roll call in open session, it was certified that (i) only public business matters lawfully exempted from open meeting requirements, and (ii) only such matters as were identified in the motion pursuant to which the closed session was convened, were heard, discussed or considered in the closed session by the Board.

The Registrar then joined the meeting and presented two documents pertaining to the Virginia Freedom of Information Act (FOIA). The first was entitled “What Every Board Member Absolutely Has to Know About FOIA”. The second was entitled  “The Rights of Requesters and Responsibilities of the County of Rappahannock under the Virginia Freedom of Information Act”

After discussion, upon motion duly made and seconded, the Registrar was appointed the FOIA Officer representing the Office of the Director of Elections and the Electoral Board.

The meeting then turned to a discussion of Election Official training scheduled for June 6, 2019. It was agreed that individual booklets containing pertinent election information would be provided to each participant at the training session and that these booklets would be assembled and printed professionally to free up Registrar effort and time. It was also recommended that a meeting of the Electoral Board be scheduled for May 23, 2019 at which Chief Election Officials would be invited to provide input as to the appropriate documents to be included in the bound training booklet and to suggest other matters to be covered at the training session.

The Board then agreed that it would meet on June 4, 2019 to program the voting machines and would commence the election canvass on June 12, 2019 at 11:00 a.m.

The meeting then turned to a discussion of the mold problem continuing in the Registrar’s office facilities. It was agreed that the Registrar would prepare the draft of a letter which the Board would send to the County Administrator seeking a permanent solution to the problem.

It was also agreed by the Board that in the future any draft budget covering the Registrar’s Office and the Electoral Board before being forwarded to the County Administrator or the Board of Supervisors must be approved by all Electoral Board members.

There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 12:53 p.m.
